Initial proposal for renting dorms in Teekkarikylä for the Debconf5 event, July 2005.

TKY, the student union at HUT, can offer dorms for the Debconf5 event from 1.7-18.7.2005.

The IAAF World Championship is taking place in 6-14.8.2005 and the athletes are staying in Teekkarikylä. This means that all residents have to move out during July and some apartments are standing empty since earlier since there is no point in re-renting them for a month or two. TKY is also building new apartment buildings for 300 persons  and these buildings are due to be completed 30.6.2005.

We can provide apartments in two ways:


-Renting the brand new apartments from 1.7.2004


-Renting empty apartments from the old part of Teekkarikylä

However there are some factors which cannot be predicted at this time and for which TKY will not take any responsibility.

1. The new apartments is a construction project. There is no guarantees that the project will finish on-time. So far they are on schedule and will finish on time at a 80% probability. Some houses might however be ready earlier. The deadline on 30.6.2005 concerns every house being finished.

2. The IAAF wants to rent the new houses from 15.7.2005. We will have to convince them to move this date back to the 18.7.2005. The IAAF wants complete control over Teekkarikylä at 25.7.2005 the latest. Again there is no guarantees that they will agree to this.

3. If the new apartments fail on points 1 and 2, we can rent empty apartments in the old Teekkarikylä. However we have no idea of telling how many apartments will be empty at that date. Normal summers the amount is about 50 apartments and due to the fact that everyone has to move out in July to make room for 3000 athletes we expect this number to be more, probably over the needed 150, but the student union can't guarantee this.

The apartments come in all ranges and consist of single-room apartments some with shared kitchen and some with shared toilet and shower. All apartments are equipped with 100Mbps LAN direct Internet connection.
