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Frequently Asked Questions
What are hostels? 

A hostel is quality budget accommodation that offers a good night's sleep in friendly surroundings at an affordable price. Hostels provide the perfect way to get to know New York City at a low cost and meet with many other people from all over the world who share your attitude towards traveling. 

What are the rooms like? 

Rooms are setup dormitory style with bunk beds ranging from 4, 6, 8, 10 and 12 beds per room. We do have a limited number of private rooms with and without private baths for group leaders.
Do your doors have locks? 

Yes, dormitories are secured with electronic key cards, similar to those used in hotels. Only those staying in the room will receive a card to open the door.  
Do we have to share rooms with other people? 

Although HI-New York will make every attempt, we cannot guarantee that groups will not share dorm rooms with other hostellers.  However, if you would like to keep the room exclusive, all extra beds in a room must be purchased by your group. 

Do we need to bring our own bedding?

No. Linens, blankets and towels are all provided free! Extra linens are also available upon request at the Housekeeping Department in our cellar level. Please be aware the sleeping bags are NOT allowed in the hostel. 
Are there lockers to store our bags?

Yes. Each bed has an assigned locker in all dormitories. These lockers are free of charge and require a combination lock/padlock to secure your items. Rental storage lockers are also available in our lobby and cellar levels. These lockers are rented for a 24-hour period and range from $3-$4 per locker. 
Can we cook our own food? 

Yes! This is how some of our groups save money. We have a fully equipped community kitchen located in our cellar level. Pots, pans, cooking utensils, paper plates and cups are all available for your use. Please use the tags available to label your foods. A 24-hour supermarket is conveniently located one block from the hostel. 
Do we have to be a HI member? 
No. HI-USA Group Membership is free! Logon to www.hiusa.org/membership/groupapp.shtml to order your membership. 
Do you have internet access? 

Yes, we have an internet room with high-speed internet and wireless capabilities.
