With due respect, trust and humility, I write to you irrespective of the fact that you don't know me. I got your contact from your country business directory and through a reliable source. First, I must introduce myself. I am Mr David Khumalo.son of Mr. Forday Khumalo who was the personal assistant on defence matters to former Liberia warlord Charles Taylor who 
resigned in office some months ago my father was murdered by the rebel forces in Monrovia.My Father untimely death happened on the 15 June 2003 and a two weeks later Grand mother Gloria 68, was also shot dead by the rebels Before the death of 
Grand Mother, she gave me some documents concerning a metal box, which containsUS$16.4M (sixteen million four hundred thousand united states dollars cash)
And this metal box is deposited with a reputable security company here in Johannesburg South Africa as Gold jewelries belonging to overseas friend by my late Father in my name before his death at such the security company is not aware of the true content of the consignment. My hopes was turn down as it is against the constitutional human right law of South Africa that asylums seeking refugee in their country to have an account with their banks or to have an enterprise in their country. 
This they showed me in Green Paper on International Refugee (SECTION 22 ACT OF THE REFUGEE ACT NO 13 OF 1998) prohibits it and failure to comply on this is against the SECTION 37(B1 and B9) of the South African Refugee laws which was in the Agreement with United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees 
(UNHCR) in 1993.After all this I decided to seek an advice for the best way to retrieve this money (U.N.H.C.R) they advised me that the best way is for me is to contact an oversea person so that he can help me because as asylum seekers here the 
human right law of the country will not allow me to move this money overseas on my own capacity.So l decided to contact you so that you can assist me to move this money out of South Africa because as asylum seekers I am not allowed operating any bank account within South Africa And now, am leaving in south Africa with my mother and my 3 year old sister as asylum seeker pending when i get trustworthy person that can assist us to transfer this money to his or her personal bank account outside south Africa.

                         (MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING)
If you agree to help me I shall give you 30% of the total sum. While 65% shall be for me, which I hope to invest in business in your country at the end of the transaction, while the balance of 5% shall be for any expenses in this transaction.
 And please do keep this transaction private and confidential even if you are not interested to assist me and bear in mind that this transaction is 100% 
risk free.
